Life Group #2: Come and See, Follow Me

John 1:29-51

Objectives: We students to know and understand that He is the Lamb of God. We want to invite students to come and see the real Jesus and begin to follow Him so that they can experience life in His name.  We want people to know that this is a safe place to invite others to come and see.

Getting to Know You (15 minutes)

What are keys to a good relationship?
Launch
We are starting an overview of the gospel of John seeking to know Jesus and experience life in his name.  Tonight we are going to look at a passage where Jesus calls his first followers into a relationship with Him. Make sure to pass around sheet for name, room #, phone, email, and facebook info.

Explore

Read John 1:35-51

1. Describe the setting and scene in your own words.  35-42, 43-51.

2. In v. 38 Jesus asks the disciples what they are seeking.  How did they answer?  Why would they ask where He lives?  Seems like an awkward question…  (When disciples followed a teacher in that day they left everything and followed the teacher with their whole life)
3. What does Jesus offer to them?  (V. 39 Come and see) Why does he phrase His invitation that way? (He does not want them to come with pre-conceived ideas, his words and actions will speak for themselves.  Also, he wants them to count the cost of following Him.  He wants them to not just make an emotional decision before following Him with their whole lives)
· In v. 43 he tells Philip to “follow me”.  What do you think that means?  (Again a disciple would leave everything and follow their teacher wherever he led them.  Jesus is calling Phillip to follow Him with His whole life!)
4. How did the disciples respond?  (They followed, but they also went out and found friends and invited them to come and see)

· What can we take from that?  (We do not need to be an expert to invite people to come and see Jesus)

5. What are reasons that people seek Jesus today?

6. Why are you seeking Jesus?  What do you hope to learn or get out of it?
7. Knowing that when Jesus calls us to follow Him it means that we follow Him with our whole life, what would you want to know before following Him?
8. What keeps you from really following Him now?
9. What is Jesus promising to His followers in verses 50&51?  (it is not just duty but adventure!)

Apply

· We covered a lot of material tonight, what is one thing that has challenged you or caused you to think?

· Since we do not get to physically see Jesus, it is best to seek Him by reading the Bible.  Challenge people to read the book of John together.  You can offer the self-study sheets that are on the website. 
· Write down one application for you personally.
· Who is one person you can invite to “come and see” Jesus?
· We want this LG to be a place where people who are seeking Jesus feel comfortable.  What can we do to make this a place where people feel comfortable seeking Jesus?
· Have people share applications and pray in groups of 2-3.
· Have one person close in prayer
